Convert an agricultural drainageway to a high quality stream,

Establish large-scale temporary detention of stormwater,

Create an 80 acre community park that provides high quality 

grassland habitat and contains several miles of bike paths with 

sitting areas,

Integrate urban development with naturally functioning 

ecosystems and use it to provide educational opportunities,

Improve the water quality of Kickapoo Creek.
